Tennis Court Permits: Permit holders have priority usage of the courts at all times.  If all courts 

are being used, non-permit holders must vacate their court if requested by a permit holder.

Reservations (Permit Holders Only):  One-hour court reservations are available (and 

recommended) for 6:00-10:00PM daily, starting the evening of May 27, 2016. The reservation 

system will open each Monday for permit holders to make court reservations for that week only. 

Reservations may be made online at www.newprov.org/recreation (click “Online Registration”). 

- Only ONE reservation may be made per night.

- Reservation times are 6PM, 7PM, 8PM & 9PM.

- Reservations will be honored for 5 minutes past the hour.

- In order to avoid conflicts, bring your reservation receipt to the courts.

- Check in with the attendant upon arrival at the courts to be 

assigned a court (summer only).

SUMMER ONLY (June 25-Sept 5):  Attendants will be on-site daily in the evenings to manage usage; 

will have a list of permit holders and of the evening’s reservations; and will assign courts first to 

permit holders with a reservation, then to permit holders who do not have a reservation, and then 

to non-permit holders.

Lights Schedule:  The tennis courts are lit for evening tennis play, as follows:

SPRING & FALL SUMMER (June 25 - Sept 7)

Weekdays:   Dusk till 9:00PM Daily:  Dusk till 10:00PM

Weekends:  Dusk till 10:00PM
