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“When you dial 9-1-1, you are not having your best day,
and even the simplest of details can be difficult to
communicate in a time of panic. Now we can approach
the scene of an emergency more safely, as well as
provide faster and more precise response.”

With Smart911, citizens can link both home and work
addresses to mobile phones, which can be passed on
to responders in the field for more a detailed, rapid
response. Additional information including pets in the
home, vehicle details in the event of an accident, and
even emergency contacts can all be included in a Safety
Profile. All information is optional and the citizen has the
ability to choose what details they would like to include.

“Having the information that is available through a
Safety Profile can greatly affect the way we respond
to an emergency, “said Millburn Fire Chief J. Michael
Roberts. “If we know exactly where we are going and
who we are looking for in a house fire or at the scene
of a vehicle accident, those details can help us assess
and then respond to those citizens more efficiently.”

Smart911 is currently available in 40 states and over
1,500 municipalities. It has been credited with positively
impacting emergency situations and saving lives across
the U.S., including a missing child case

in Arkansas, a heart attack victim in Tennessee and a
man trapped in a house fire in Michigan. As a national
service, anytime a person with a Smart911 profile dials
9-1-1 in any location in the US that support Smart911,
their profile will appear to dispatchers allowing for more
information to be available at the time of an emergency.

Citizens are encouraged to create their Safety
Profile with Smart911 today to have their information
immediately available to 9-1-1. Smart911 is private and
secure, is only used for emergency responses, and
only made available to the 9-1-1 system in the event of
an emergency call. Log on to www.smart91l.com to
complete a profile.

New Providence Alliance
To Prevent Alcohol and Drug Abuse

Narcan is making strides in saving lives

My name is Sergeant Dennis Carovillano; some of you may
know me as “Officer C”. I have had the pleasure of working
as a police officer in New Providence for past 21 years, I have
spent half of my time entrenched in our schools. In 2003,
I was fortunate to be the first ever School Resource Officer
here in town and subsequently became heavily involved with
many community organizations dedicated to the well-being and
positive development of our children. One such organization
is the New Providence Municipal Alliance Against Drugs and
Alcohol Abuse. The Alliance has asked me to draft this article
to shed some light on Narcan and how this drug is being used
to combat heroin overdoses.

In 2014, there were 781 heroin-related overdose
deaths in New Jersey. This is triple the national
average of heroin-related deaths in the country.

Let’s start with heroin and how it affects our community. Over
my career I've seen the popularity for this drug grow. There are
several reasons for this. First, the cost of heroin on the street is
less expensive and min many cases easier to buy than getting a
similar high from prescription pills. In some cases the heroin is
more pure and can give the user a bigger high, again at a lower
cost. In my experience approximately 80% of the heroin users
I’'ve come in contact with became addicted to pain pills and
moved on to heroin for the reasons already mentioned. They
described their addiction as becoming physically dependent on
the drug and when they do not have it they become physically ill.

To combat the heroin addiction and overdose problem
Naloxone, also known as Narcan was provided to our Police
Department by the Union County Prosecutors Office on June
15, 2014. Narcan is designed to reverse the effects of Heroin in
the body. Since our police department began carrying Narcan
it has been administered to 3 residents, all of which were either
in their late teens or early 20’s. Unfortunately only one overdose
patient survived. Recent research shows that heroin is being
mixed with other drugs making it a deadly combination, this in
turn can lessen Narcan’s effectiveness.

Fourteen year veteran Paramedic, Lori May of the Atlantic
Health Mobile Intensive Care Unit, provided me with a detailed
article to explain how Narcan works and more importantly how
it is saves lives. The article is titled “What is Narcan?”.

What is Narcan?

It often starts with a message crackling over the radio from a
police dispatcher : an unconscious person is found in a motor
vehicle on the side of the road. Ambulance and patamedics are
dispatched to the location.

The first police officer arrives on scene to find a 20-something
year-old in the passenger seat of the car. He is breathing about
four to six times a minute, pale, and not responding, His friend,
the driver, states he doesn’t know what happened — they were
just driving down the road and he passed out.

Police note a white powder around the patient’s nose and several
small envelopes containing a white powder. They suspect a
heroin overdose and retrieve Narcan from their patrol car.

They administer one spray of Narcan in each nostril of the
patient and assist his breathing. During this time the ambulance
and paramedics arrive and move the patient to the ambulance.
Upon entering the ambulance, the patient wakes up and
demands to know what happened. During the paramedics’
assessment the patient admits to using heroin (up to 6-10

bags a day). While driving to the hospital the patient starts to
become drowsy again and his breathing starts to slow down.
The paramedics administer more Narcan via IV and the patient
returns to normal.

This scenario unfortunately, plays out all over New Jersey.
Heroin addiction is a large problem in our State and getting
larger everyday. Heroin addiction affects every community in
New Jersey, not just the inner cities. As with any drug, overdoses,
very often fatal ones, are part and parcel of the danger posed
by heroin use.

In recent years, law enforcement and other first responders
have relied on one tool in particular to combat the threat of
overdose — Narcan.

Narcan is an opioid antagonist, which means it replaces the
opioids on the receptors in the brain. Within approximately five
minutes the patient should start breathing normally and start to
become more alert and responsive. Narcan has a short active life
of 30-90 minutes and depending on how much opioids were
taken, multiple doses of Narcan may need to be given. Once
Narcan is administered by anyone the patient must go to the
hospital for observation. Narcan administration is not without
any side effects. After Narcan is administered, the patient may
expetience vomiting, rapid heart rate, nausea, and may be very
combative once awakened.

Narcan will only work on opioids such as heroin, morphine,
methadone, codeine, Oxycodone, and Vicodin. It will not work
on other drugs such as cocaine or Valium and it will not work
on alcohol.

In May 2013, Governor Christie signed into law the “Overdose
Prevention Act,” which provided some protection to those
that seck help in an overdose situation. In April 2014, a pilot
program launched in Ocean and Monmouth counties, in which
police officers began carrying and providing Narcan when
dispatched to a suspected overdose.

On June 17, 2014 the Governor announced the expansion of
the program to all 21 counties in New Jersey. On February 27,
2015 the New Jersey Office of Emergency Medical Services
issued a waiver to the regulations for basic life support
ambulances in the community to carry and administer Narcan.
Until then, the only providers of Narcan in New Jersey were
hospital-based paramedics.

Law enforcement has found the purest form of heroin in
the country is being shipped into New Jersey. However, the
heroin someone purchases may not be the purest form — it
may be mixed with other drugs or random chemicals and the
strength of the heroin purchased is never guaranteed. This
trend of heroin mixed with other narcotics actually increases
the potential to overdose.

In 2014, there were 781 heroin-related overdose deaths in
New Jersey. This is triple the national average of heroin-related
deaths in the country. However, Narcan is making strides in
saving lives. On September 15, 2015, Camden County Police
marked its 300th Natcan save. This comes 16 months since they
started the program.

The next step in the fight against heroin overdose is the ability
to purchase Narcan without a prescription. Some pharmacies
will soon be offering this in New Jersey.

Although many of our programs are funded through a Grant, much of
what the Alliance does is made possible by donations from supportive
members of our community.

Rescue Squad on Academy Street. Your old clothes will be recycled
and made available to people who need them, and the Alliance will get
money back for hosting the clothing bins.
