The New Providence High School administration reported that unknown individuals improperly accessed the school website and changed some of the content on individual teacher websites.  An investigation was completed by the New Providence Detective Bureau and two juveniles were identified as being involved.  This matter is currently being handled by this agency for dispostition. 

06-16-2014:  Detective Andrew Diamond charged Doreen Spinelli, age 45, and Devin X. Fuller, age 20, both of Staten Island, New York with shoplifting from a theft that occurred on May 31, 2014.
