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On October 4, 2014, the New Providence Police Department began an investigation into a burglary that was committed in the area of Walton Ave and Passaic St.  On November 6, 2014, Timothy Smallman, age 20 of New Providence, was arrested by Sgt. Daniel Henn in connection to this incident.  Mr. Smallman was alleged to have forced entry into this residence.  Once entry was gained, he entered the residence and stole several items from the homeowners.  Mr. Smallman was charged with burglary, theft, fencing, criminal mischief and receiving stolen property.  Mr. Smallman was lodged in the Union County Jail in lieu of $5,000.00 bail.  He has a pending court appearance in Superior Court in Elizabeth, NJ. 
On November 6, 2014, Cpl. Opalewski responded to the Spring Garden Apartments for the report of illegal dumping.  The property manager reports that an unknown person is dumping unauthorized waste in the receptacles belonging to the complex.  The matter is being followed up on by the Police Department.  

On November 6, 2014, the owner of a Fairmount Ave residence reported property damage to his home.  The owner reported that while inspecting the home, they located a broken basement window.  The owner indicated that the window was not broken on the previous day.  There was no entry into the residence and this is being investigated as an act of criminal mischief.
On November 8, 2014, a Borough resident reported that a department store credit card was opened in their name and nearly $1,000.00 was charged to this card.  Upon investigating their other credit cards, it was found that two other accounts had been compromised and an additional $1,000.00 was charged to these accounts.  This mater is being investigated by the New Providence Police Department.  
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
