On August 25, 2014, the New Providence Police Department took a report of a license plate set that was stolen off a parked vehicle.  The vehicle was parked in a business on South St.  The owner of the vehicle believed the plates were taken during the day time.  
On August 25, 2014, a local business reported having a stolen credit card used at their establishment.  The suspect provided the business with the credit card number and charged the merchandise to this stolen account.  It was not discovered until a few days later that the card was stolen.  Detective Bureau personnel are investigating this theft.

On September 2nd, The New Providence Police Department took a report of telephone scams.  The suspect contacted the business owner and claimed to be a collections officer from a utility company.  The owner was told that his utilities would be disconnected if payment was not received via a rechargeable gift car, commonly referred to as a green dot card.  Similar matters have been reported to the police department over the past few weeks and are being investigated by the Detective Bureau.
On September 3, 2014, Ptlm. Hoppe and Cpl. Bubb arrested Liang Xiong, age 43, for Driving while intoxicated. The arrested stemmed from a motor vehicle stop conducted on Springfield Av.  Mr. Xiong was charged and released to a suitable adult.  He has a mandatory court appearance in the New Providence Municipal Court.

On September 3, 2014, Officer Michael Hand arrest Robert Massey age 57 of New Providence for driving while intoxicated.  Mr. Massey was found to be involved in a motor vehicle crash and through the investigation it is alleged that Mr. Massey operated his vehicle while under the influence.  Mr. Massey was released to a suitable adult and has a mandatory court appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.


On September 4, 2014, Det. Donald Sretenovic and Sgt. Daniel Henn arrested Nicholas Sorrentino, age 19 of Union, NJ.  The arrest was the result of a stop conducted by officers where they found Mr. Sorrentino engaged in using marijuana.  Mr. Sorrentino was charged with possession of marijuana and given a mandatory court appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.
On September 6, 2014, a Mountain Av resident reported that his Honda generator was stolen from inside his garage.  The date of the theft is unknown at this time and is being investigated by the Police Department.
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
