On October 29, 2015, Patrolman Nicholas Guerriero was dispatch to the scene of a motor vehicle crash on South Street near High Street.  While investigating the crash, Ptlm. Guerriero found that this crash was a single vehicle crash.  While interviewing the driver, Ms. Sarah Bird, age 45 of New Providence, Ptlm. Guerriero believed that she was under the influence.  Officers conducted tests at the scene and subsequently arrested Ms. Bird for driving while intoxicated.  Ms. Bird was transported to police headquarters where she was processed and issued summonses with a mandatory court appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.
On October 29, 2015, Detectives were called to a local bank where it was believed an individual was attempting to open a bank account with fraudulent documents.  Upon their arrival, Detectives conducted an investigation into the chain of events while inspecting the documents used.  Detective Diamond subsequently charged Oliva Hernandez, age 29 of Staten Island, NY with exhibiting false documents, possession of a controlled dangerous substance and possession of hypodermic needles and drug paraphernalia.  Bail was set at $15,000 and she was transported to Union County Jail.  Ms. Hernandez has a pending appearance in Superior Court in Elizabeth, NJ.
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
