On November 9, 2015, Sergeant Stephen Drown, with the assistance of Detective Michael Hand, arrested Josh Carter, age 18 of New Providence and Peter Vislocky, Age 18 of New Providence for distribution of controlled dangerous substances and possession of drug paraphernalia.  At approximately 3:00am, while on patrol, Sgt. Drown found a vehicle occupied in the neighborhood of Woodbine Circle.  Due to recent motor vehicle burglaries, Sgt. Drown further investigated this suspicious activity.  During the course of this investigation, Sgt. Drown found discovered the occupants of the vehicle were in possession of a controlled dangerous substance.  After a search of the vehicle, officers found a significant amount of drugs and packaging materials.  All parties were arrested and appropriately processed and have an upcoming court date in Superior Court in Elizabeth, NJ
On November 11, 2015, Sgt. Daniel Henn charged Mr. Kenneth Swarthout, age 69 of Morrisville, NC with theft by deception.  The charge was the result of an investigation stemming from a report of a theft.  The victim had paid Mr. Swarthout for a trip that he was taking.  Mr. Swarthout claimed to make the arrangements for the victim, however, had never completed the transaction.  Mr. Swarthout has a pending first appearance in Superior Court in Elizabeth, NJ.
On November 13, 2015, a local business reported a theft of a pallet jack and a multitude of wooden pallets.  The items were being stored in an area around the loading area of the business.  The business reports that the theft is in excess of $1000.00.  This matter is being instigated by the New Providence Detective Bureau.

On November 13, 2015, Det. Andrew Diamond arrest Eric Boyer, age 24 of New Providence and Gus Gallinot, age 26 of New Providence for various drug charges.  Det. Diamond conducted a motor vehicle stop after observing a motor vehicle violation of a vehicle being operated Mr. Galliont.  As he approached the vehicle, he observed Mr. Boyer dumping something out the window of the vehicle.  It was later discovered that these items were a controlled dangerous substance.  Both individuals were charged with possession of a controlled dangerous substance.  Mr. Gallinot was charge wit possession of a Schedule 2 substance and possession of drug paraphernalia.  Mr. Boyer was charges with possession of a controlled dangerous substance and tampering with evidence.  Both individuals have a pending court appearance in Superior County in Elizabeth, NJ.
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
