PRESS RELEASE
Burglary Arrest- On December 1st 2015 Detective Andrew Diamond charged Kevin M. McNamara, of Bloomfield, New Jersey, on charges of Burglary, Theft, and Criminal Mischief. The charges stem from a burglary and theft that was reported to the police department on July 3rd 2015. A resident of Pittsford Way reported that they had discovered a rear window to their residence was shattered and the home was entered. During the burglary jewelry was taken. After a lengthy investigation by Detective Diamond, McNamara was identified as a suspect in the burglary and was subsequently arrested in East Orange, New Jersey on December 2nd 2015. McNamara is currently being held at the Union County Jail with bail set at $35,000.00. 
Narcotic/Warrant Arrest- On December 3rd 2015 Patrolman Mark Pawelek charged Samantha Lopes of Summit, New Jersey with Possession of Marijuana, Possession of Hypodermic Syringe, and Possession of Drug Paraphernalia, specifically empty glassine envelopes used to store heroin and empty glass vials used to store cocaine. The charges stem from an investigation by Patrolman Pawelek and Sergeant Drown after they were called to a local business on a report of a suspicious person. Employees at the business reported that Miss Lopes had been wandering around the business for several hours and had fallen asleep at their tables. While speaking with Miss Lopes patrols found that she had several active warrants out of Hillside, New Jersey. Miss Lopes was subsequently arrested and found to possess less than fifty grams of marijuana, several hypodermic syringes, and numerous empty glassine envelopes and empty glass vials. Miss Lopes was turned over to Hillside Police Department and lodged in the Union County Jail in default of bail.
Public Information- The New Providence Police Department wants to remind residents that package thefts are very common during the holidays. Residents should make an effort to have packages delivered when someone is home or to their workplace so they can ensure the packages are not left on a porch in the open. Residents are asked to report any suspicious activity they observe in their neighborhood. If you observe any suspicious activity, call 9-1-1 and provide as much information to the dispatchers as possible including descriptions and direction of travel.
While shopping we remind you that you should keep your personal items close to you and in sight at all times. Be extra careful if you do carry a wallet or purse. They are the prime targets of criminals in crowded shopping areas, transportation terminals, bus stops, on buses and other rapid transit. When leaving your vehicle in a parking lot you should make an effort to store packages in the trunk of your vehicle and out of view. Most importantly, be aware of your surroundings and alert the police of any suspicious activity and/or persons.
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
