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On April 4, 2015, Officers from the New Providence Police Department utilized Naloxone (Narcan) to save the life of an unresponsive male at his residence.  At approximately 5:08 p.m., Officers responded to a residence in the Murray Hill section of New Providence for the report of an unresponsive male lying on the floor in his bathroom. The victim was unconscious and barely breathing, the Officer’s quick actions and training lead to them immediately administering the Naloxone.   Within a couple of minutes, the victim began to regain consciousness.  The victim was transported to Overlook Hospital for further evaluation by Emergency Medical Services and Atlantic Health Systems Medic units.

On April 3, 2015, Cpl. Steven Opalewski stopped Mr. Daquan Thomas, age 24 of Trenton, on South Street , for having an expired  registration.  During the course of the motor vehicle stop, it was discovered that the Mr. Thomas was operating the vehicle without a valid driver’s license.  Mr. Thomas was issued several motor vehicle summonses and was given a mandatory court appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.

On March 25, 2015, Patrolman Michael Scuorzo stopped Mr. Juan Segarra-Quinonez, age 29 of Newark, on Gales Drive, for having malfunctioning brake lights.  During the course of the motor vehicle stop, it was discovered that the Mr. Segarra-Quinonez was operating the vehicle without a valid driver’s license.  Mr. Segarra-Quinonez was issued several motor vehicle summonses and was given a mandatory court appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.

On March 21, 2015, Cpl. Jason Labaska arrested Michael Browe, age 18, of New Providence, for possession of a controlled dangerous substance and possession of drug paraphernalia.  The arrest stemmed from an investigation of individuals in Oakwood Park after hours.    The investigation also lead to the discovery of two other adults, Alisha Quesada and Brendan Tunney, both of New Providence, who were issued Borough Ordinance summonses for being in the park after dark, and a juvenile, who was subsequently turned over to a suitable adult.  Mr. Browe was charged on a summons and release pending his appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.  
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
