On July 7, 2015, Patrol Officers responded to the Community Pool for the report of a stolen bicycle.  The bicycle was left on the bike rack near the pool entrance, unlocked.  The complainant indicated that he observed a light skinned black male wearing shorts and white t-shirt standing near the rack when he placed his bicycle there. Upon reviewing video surveillance, Officers confirmed that his same individual had taken the bicycle from the rack.  The bicycle was later recovered near the New Providence train station by Police Officers and returned to the owner.

On July 9, 2015, a Borough resident reported that he parked his vehicle outside a business establishment on South Street near Gales Drive at approximately 4:00pm.  The complainant stopped into the business for approximately 10 minutes and upon returning to his vehicle discovered that his golf clubs had been taken from inside the vehicle.  This theft is currently under investigation.     

On July 10, 2015, the New Providence Police Department responded to the area of Candlewood Dr. and South St. for the report of a motor vehicle theft.  The vehicle owner stated that the vehicle was parked in the driveway of the residence at approximately 8:30pm and was discovered missing at approximately 9:00am the next day.  Detectives are investigating this theft.
