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On June 2, 2015, Toni Hardin, age 47 of Elizabeth, NJ, was arrested by Patrolman Michael Scuorzo, after she entered a residence in the Borough.  Ms. Hardin had a dispute with the homeowner and was not welcome on the property.  Officers responded and subsequently arrested her for Defiant Trespass.  Ms. Hardin was released pending an upcoming appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.

Ms. Gonzalez was charged with theft and released pending her appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.  
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
