On July 18, 2015, Abdul Hassan Sharif, age 46, from Macungie, PA was arrested by Patrolman David Rodriguez after a motor vehicle stop revealed that he had two active traffic warrants. On July 18, 2015, Norris K Snipe Jr., age 27, of Plainfield, NJ was arrested by Patrolman Michael Carlino for having an active traffic warrant and for driving while suspended. Mr. Snipe was released pending his future court date. This matter of the suspended license will be referred to the New Providence Municipal Court.

On July 20, 2015, there was a report of a hit and run motor vehicle crash at the Academy Street and Springfield Avenue intersection. A driver stopped on Springfield Avenue (westbound) for a pedestrian crossing the roadway and a vehicle passed on the left and attempted to make a right turn onto Academy Street from the middle lane of Springfield Avenue, causing the vehicle to strike the victim vehicle. The suspect vehicle was occupied by a Silvia Kubati, age 54of New Providence, NJ and proceeded north on Academy Street not stopping for the victim. Patrolman Joseph Parlapiano investigated this incident and issued three summonses leaving the scene of a accident, failure to report an accident and careless driving Silvia Kubati was given a court date in New Providence Municipal Court. New Jersey state law requires all vehicles to stop for pedestrians while they are in or attempting to cross a pedestrian crossing walkway, until they are completely across the walkway. 

On July 20, 2015, Anthony Furman, age 27, from Irvington, NJ was stopped by Patrolman Mark Pawelek while conducting a traffic detail focusing on overweight vehicles traveling on Union Avenue. A large white box truck was stopped and a check of the driver’s license revealed suspended driving privileges. Mr. Furman was issued two summonses and given a court date with the New Providence Municipal Court.
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
