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PRESS RELEASE
On August 20th 2015 at approximately 11:37PM New Providence officers responded to Pleasant View Avenue on a reported motor vehicle burglary in progress. The officers were advised that a resident had observed an unknown male rummaging through his vehicle. The resident confronted the male who fled on a bicycle. 

Patrolman Michael Carlino observed an individual matching the description of the suspect and attempted to stop the male however he dropped the bicycle and fled on foot. The suspect led Officer Carlino on a foot pursuit along Springfield Avenue and was subsequently taken into custody by Patrolman Carlino along the New Jersey Transit Railroad tracks on Old Springfield Avenue. 

The suspect was identified as Lonnie Jerome Askew age 43 of South Orange, New Jersey. Mr. Askew was charged with burglary, theft, and resisting arrest by flight. Bail was set at $35,000.00 and Mr. Askew was subsequently lodged in the Union County Jail where he will await his appearance in Union County Superior Court. 
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
