On September 19, 2015, Ptlm. David Rodriguez was on patrol and checking businesses on Mountain Av.  At approximately 11:45 pm, he encountered a vehicle that was occupied by three individuals.  Upon approaching and speaking with the individuals, Ptlm. Rodriguez discovered that that these individuals were engaged in the use of controlled dangerous substances.  During the investigation, these individuals were found to be in possession of heroin, cocaine and marijuana.  They were also found to be in possession of hypodermic needles and other drug paraphernalia.  Jenna Beckett, age 28 of Ridgeland, SC, Joseph Damato Jr., age 32 of Bethlehem, PA and James Wolff, age 21 of Easton, PA were all charged with various criminal statutes relating to controlled dangerous substance possession, possession of drug paraphernalia and possession of hypodermic needles.  All parties were charged with trespassing.  Ms. Beckett and Mr. Damato were lodged in the Union County Jail, while Mr. Wolff was released pending a future Court Appearance
A local resident reported that his identity had been compromised and an unknown individual had opened several fraudulent accounts under his name.  The victim had mobile phone accounts opened with a national carrier and also had a retail account open at Best Buy.  The New Providence Detective Bureau is currently investigating this matter.  
On September 23, 2015, Ptlm. TJ Hoppe stopped Mr. Steven Debarros, age 38 of Newark, NJ, after observing the vehicle Ms. DeBarros was operating being driven in a careless manner.  During the course of the motor vehicle stop, it was discovered that Mr. Debarros had an outstanding warrant from the Union County Sheriff’s Office for non-payment of child support.  Mr. Debarros was transported back to the New Providence Police Department where he was processed and transported to the Union County Jail.  Mr. Debarros was issued several summonses and will have to appear in New Providence Municipal Court.
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
