During the overnight hours of Memorial Day Weekend, a vehicle was taken from the driveway of a Borough residence.  During the same time frame, at least 3 other vehicles were entered and various items were taken.  In all instances the vehicles were believed to be unlocked.  Theses thefts were reported in the area of Central Avenue near the Summit border.  We have previously reminded residents and their guests to remove their key fobs used in conjunction with a push to start ignition.  Our investigation reveals that these vehicles are being targeted.  Residents are asked to contact the police department if they see or hear something suspicious.  This may include a vehicle driving up and down your street in a short period of time, vehicles that appear to be “caravanning,” people talking close to your home at times that seem unusual.   

With the spike in vehicle thefts, we would also like to remind residents to register any cameras at their residence that may help the Police Department solve these crimes.  Registration forms can be found at www.newprov.org/police.  Registration is easy, and confidential.  We will only contact you in the event that we feel your system may provide valuable information. 
On May 20, 2016, Officers from the New Providence Police Department utilized Naloxone (Narcan) to save the life of an unresponsive female at her residence.  At approximately 10:18 p.m., Officers responded to a residence for the report of an unresponsive female lying on the floor in her bedroom. The victim was unconscious and breathing substantially impaired.  Officer’s quick actions and training lead to them immediately administer the Naloxone.   Within a couple of minutes, the victim began to regain consciousness.  The victim was transported to Overlook Hospital for further evaluation by Emergency Medical Services.
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
