On January 6, 2016, the New Providence Police responded to a residence on Passaic Street for the report of a crime in progress.  As officers approached, it was reported that an individual had unlawfully entered this residence, assaulted the victim and threatened them with a weapon.  Upon exiting the residence, the victim reports the suspect also stole items.  The actor was not on scene upon Police arrival.  Patrol officers and Detectives began a lengthy investigation, which identified the suspect as an acquaintance to the victim.  Over the next several days, Detectives attempted to locate the suspect following several investigative leads.  Ultimately, with the assistance of Union Police Department, Gustave Gallinot, age 26, was arrested on January 8, 2016 on Route 22 without incident.  He was subsequently turned over to the custody of the New Providence Police Department.  Gustave Gallinot was charged with 1st degree Robbery, Burglary, Aggravated Assault, Possession of a weapon and various additional charges.  Bail was set at $50,000 and he has been lodged in the Union County Jail.      
On January 11, 2016, Patrol Officers responded to the area of Knollwood Dr. and Hathaway Dr. for two separate reports of motor vehicle burglaries.  The victim of the first report indicated that an unknown individual had entered his vehicle that was parked in his driveway.  The suspect entered the vehicle and removed a bag and other personal items.  The second report resulted in the theft of a vehicle from the victim’s driveway which was discovered in the morning hours of January 11th.  The investigation indicates that the both crimes seemed to have taken place during the overnight hours.  This investigation is being handled by the New Providence Police Department.
On January 11, 2016, the New Providence Police Department responded to the report of a residential burglary in the area of Commonwealth Ave.  The investigation indicates that that an unknown person(s) had entered the residence between January 7, 2016 and January 11, 2016.  The suspect attempted to cut the copper piping out of the basement in a possible attempt to steal plumbing fixtures.  The investigation is being handled by New Providence Police Department.
