The New Providence Police Department would like to warn Borough residents of a spike in motor vehicle thefts.  Many of these vehicles are being taken in surrounding towns.  They are targeting newer vehicles that have “push to start” technology.  In many instances the owners of these vehicles are leaving their key fobs inside the vehicle.  Thieves will drive up and down streets looking for vehicle to target.  They will then walk up to the vehicle and check to see if the vehicle doors are unlocked, and will then attempt to start the vehicle.  Most of the instances are happening in the overnight hours.

On April 30, Patrolman Michael Carlino arrested Thomas Harvey for driving while intoxicated.  Mr. Harvey was observed by Patrolman Carlino operating his vehicle in a careless manner during the early morning hours.  Patrolman Carlino subsequently stopped the vehicle on Maple Street.  Through Patrolman Carlino’s investigation, it was determined that Mr. Harvey was under the influence and charged accordingly.  He will have an upcoming court appearance in New Providence Municipal Court.

On May 2, 2016, Brett Malo was charged with possession of a controlled dangerous substance. Sergeant Donald Sretenovic was on routine patrol checking a parking lot on South St.  While in the lot, Sgt. Sretenovic approached a vehicle that was occupied by Mr. Malo.  Sgt. Sretenovic conducted an investigation into suspicious activity and found Mr. Malo in possession of the controlled dangerous substance.  Mr. Malo was subsequently charged and will appear in New Providence Municipal Court.
On May 5, 2016, Paul Amiel was arrested for intent to distribute a controlled dangerous substance and possession of a control dangerous substance.  Detective Andrew Diamond stopped Mr. Amiel for delaying traffic while he operated a motor vehicle.  During the course of the motor vehicle stop, Detective Diamond discovered that Mr. Amiel was in possession of a controlled dangerous substance.  Further investigation unveiled evidence that Mr. Amiel intended to distribute a controlled dangerous substance.  Mr. Amiel was transported to New Providence Police Headquarters and later released pending his appearance in Superior Court in Elizabeth, NJ.
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
