On November 3, 2016, Ptlm. Nicholas Guerriero conducted a motor vehicle stop Southgate Rd. after being alerted to the fact the registered owner had an outstanding warrant for their arrest.  Upon conducting the stop, Ptlm. Guerriero was able to confirm that the passenger in the vehicle was the registered owner, identified as Tiffany Miller of Newark, NJ.  During the course of this stop, Ptlm Guerriero detected the odor of marijuana coming from inside the vehicle and asked the driver, Adam Baines of Newark, NJ, to step out of the vehicle.  During the course of the investigation, marijuana was located inside the vehicle.  Ms. Miller was transported to Police Headquarters for the outstanding warrant.  Mr. Baines was subsequently charged with possession of marijuana and transported to Police Headquarters.  All parties were processed and released pending upcoming hearings in Municipal Court.  
During the early evening hours of November 3, 2016, Patrols responded to the area of Mountain Avenue and Division Avenue for the report of a motor vehicle crash.  Upon the arrival of patrols, they located the driver of the vehicle, Antonio Donoriodemeo of New Providence.  Upon investigating the reasons for the crash, Sgt. Donald Sretenovic arrested Mr. Donoriodemeo for operating a vehicle under the influence of an alcoholic beverage.  He was released to a suitable adult and has a pending appearance in Municipal Court.
During the morning hours of November 4, 2016, Sgt. Donald Sretenovic stopped Brianna Pardo of Berkeley Height, NJ for malfunctioning lights on her vehicle.  During the course of the stop, Sgt. Sretenovic found probable cause to believe marijuana was inside the vehicle.  Upon conducting his investigation, Ms. Pardo produced the marijuana that was inside the vehicle along with drug paraphernalia that was in her possession.  Ms. Pardo was arrested and transported to the New Providence Police Department where she was processed and released based upon her appearance in Municipal Court.   
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
